LAF works to combat sex discrimination through eoumity and campus outreach programs, a
resource library and online advocacy tools, anibuarresearch reports. In collaboration with thelRu
Policy and Government Relations department, LAKS@enicus curiae opportunities in cases of
discrimination that disadvantage women in the wiagg. LAF is also transitioning toward supporting
landmark sex discrimination cases that have therpial to make a difference for all women.

Plaintiff Update

AAUW Legal Advocacy Fund—supported plaintiff hastled her lawsuit against Columbia
University for an undisclosed sum. In ChichilniskyColumbia University, Graciela Chichilnisky, oa&
Columbia’s most distinguished international ecorsimand mathematicians, sued the University for Pay
Discrimination under the Equal Pay Act and Titlé ¥ the Civil Rights Act. Columbia did not admd t
any wrongdoing.

“Despite being internationally recognized for hesearch and publications, Professor
Chichilnisky was still confronted by pay discrimtima,” said AAUW Executive Director Linda D.
Hallman, CAE. “Her case illustrates the inequitiesmen continue to face. AAUW is committed to
breaking through educational and economic bargerhat all women have a fair chance.”

AAUW contributed significant funds to offset Chibrtisky’s latest round of legal expenses.
